The heavy armour covering this 
dinosaur would have protected it 

from attack.

At 8m long this was one of the 
top predators in the UK during the 

Cretaceous.

Livinginburrowsandhiding from 
dinosaurs, this mammal would 
have lived on a diet of insects.

With a 5m wingspan, this 
pterosaur was far bigger than any 

flying animal alive together.

Eventhoughitwassmallinsize,
thisdinosaurwasarelativeofthe 

famous giant T. rex.
