Denmark's government has referred to the
Covid-19 pandemic as "under control", with
over 71% of the population fully vaccinated
against the virus.

Denmark's Covid classification pass 
"Coronapas" is set to expire on
September 10th.

In comparison to Ireland, with less than 69% of
the population fully vaccinated, Denmark's
Covid-19's strategy in easing their rules and
restrictions has been working at a faster pace
than Ireland's.

On public transport, it is no longer mandatory
for individuals to wear face masks or shields.

Denmark's public transport has also been
operating on full capacity. Meanwhile, Ireland's
public transport will not return to full capacity
until September 1st.
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arts and
cultural events
In Ireland, arts and cultural events such as
concerts, festivals, etc are still unable to
proceed. Meanwhile in Denmark, these events
are being held throughout the country.
